On January 1, 2006, Kogota and Nango in Toda
County located in northeastern part of Miyagi
were merged to become Misato-machi. Misato is
located about 40 kilometers away from Sendai, and
the town is an important point of transportation
because it sits on the axis of the JR Tohoku main
line, Riku East line, and Ishinomaki line. As two
major highways also run through the town, and
residential lands in Misato have also been
expanding, many people from Sendai, Ishinomaki,
and Osaki have been settling in Misato in order to
take advantage of this easy-to-commute town.
Thanks to its inland location, Misato’s climate is
continental climate which allows residents in
Misato to enjoy easy-to-live-in weather. Also,
precipitation in winter time is relatively low and a
snowfall period is fairly short. Agriculture in Misato
has been prospering as our main industry with the
Naruse and the Eai Rivers which flow through the
town from the source of the Ou mountain range.
Approximately 75 square kilometers of flat land
area that is about 70% of town are covered with
bountiful rice and crop fields. Misato has been
flourishing by growing crops, rice, vegetables,
fruits, and horticultural products as one of the main

agricultural town in Miyagi prefecture.
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About Misato

Brief History of Misato s

Several thousand years ago, the northern part
of Miyagi was on the Pacific Ocean coast.
Therefore, names of many places in this area are
related to the sea. For example, there are names
of Kita-ura, Machi-ura, and Yachi-ura, "ura” means
“coast.” There is also an area named Shiogama
which means “salt making facility from sea water.”

About 1,500-2,000 years ago, a few powerful
tribes have started to govern this area. Currently,
there are eight to ten ancient tombs called kofun
from that era in Misato.

About 1,500 years ago, this area was a front line
for two different tribes: one was the Yamato tribe
(governing race of Japan) and the other one was
an indigenous tribe called Emishi. After the
Yamato became a dominant tribe in Japan, Misato
area was developed as an agricultural area
because the two rivers made the soil fertile.
During the period known as the Warring States
(15th and 16th century) and up through the Edo
period (17th and 18th century), a powerful feudal
lord named "Date” had expanded its territory
throughout southern part of Tohoku area. As
Misato area was also governed by the Date, a
vassal of the feudal lord built a manor house here.
The manor house was located at a current park of
Soyama Park. In the past 100 years, villages in the
Misato area had been merged for several times
which ended up establishing Kogota, Nango, and
other towns. On January 15tin 2006, Misato-machi

was established by merging Kogota and Nango.
